Instructions to the Principal / Head of Institution

e Remittance of Examination Fee:

same to the University.

c) All applications for registration should be accompanied by the prescribed
fee.

d) Those candidates who have shortage of attendance are not eligible for
appearing the examination.

e) The Institutions which are not recognised as University Examination Centre
for Theory Examinations have to remit to the University, an additional
amount of%.

e Attendance:

a) The Principal / Head of the Institution are required to furnish yearly
attendance of all the candidates. There is no provision for condonation of
shortage of attendance for PG Courses. Yearly 80% attendance is
mandatory.
