1.The Principals / Heads of Institutions are required to furnish attendance of all the 

candidates. There is no provision for condonation of shortage of attendance in 2016 

scheme. However, for 2010 scheme, the Principal, on recommendations by the 

HoD/Dept.in charge can condone the shortage of attendance of a candidate to a maximum 

of 10% for a subject(s) once in a course period (under intimation to the Controller of 

Examinations.) with fee of Rs.555/- per subject. 

2.The summary printout of Application for Examination, Internal Assessment Mark 

Statement and Attendance Statement, duly countersigned by the Principal / Head of 

Institution should be forwarded so as to reach the University before 5.00pm on the last 

date stipulated. 

3.The attendance of the candidates should be displayed on the College Notice Board for    

information to the candidates. 

Internal Assessment: 

   1.The printouts of Internal Assessment Marks should be signed by each candidate               

against their marks. This statement signed by the Head of the Department, duly 

countersigned by the Principal / Head of the Institution should reach the University 

before 5.00pm on the last date stipulated. A photocopy of the same should be displayed 

on the College Notice Board. 

  2. The Internal Marks and Attendance of supplementary candidates should be entered 

again. In the case of candidates who had improved their Internal marks, the marks 

secured in that Examination even if lesser than the previous marks will be taken as the 

final marks and that mark only should be entered.
